Name:

· Each CCLS initiative, committee or task force should have a unique and clear name or label for easy reference.  This may include a formal name as well as a short form or acronym.  Please provide a short descriptive name for the issue or initiative.
Sponsoring Body and Contact Person:

· CCLS initiatives often come from a particular body such as a member association, a President’s forum, etc.  State where this issue was initiated and which body will sponsor the issue through its initial stages.  Also include the name, e-mail, telephone, fax, and mailing address for a specific contact person.

Scope:

· Give a general outline of the scope of the issue including any history, research, or discussion that has taken place to date.  Attach any existing background documents.

Potential Outcomes:

· Describe the potential outcomes or general objectives of the initiative if any have been identified.

CCLS Vision Reference:

The Vision describes the mandate and direction of CCLS as an organization and is used to measure each issue and strategy for its suitability as a CCLS initiative. Champion:

· Each CCLS initiative must have a CCLS Director to champion it.  Please state if there is a current CCLS Director willing to champion this initiative.
